Traditional highlights and favourites are back this year, including: Oktoberfest Idol,
Rocktoberfest10, the Great Oktoberfest Barrel Race, and the Oktoberfest Car Show; not to
mention the Oktoberfest Thanksgiving Day Parade on Monday, October 10.
